Proposed Concept

« Convert 3 existing lanes to collector-distributor lanes for local traffic
on [-95 southbound

* In the median, construct 3 through traffic lanes on 1-95 southbound

« Construct new bridge over the Rappahannock River to carry the
through lanes in median

* New lanes built from just north of Exit 133/Route 17 in Stafford County
to just south of Exit 130/Route 3 interchange in Fredericksburg
